Bullet Point Review

•
Water Loss
   Water loss for March is 22.11%. This is 0.27% higher than last month due to a blowout on 4200 rd., south of Sinclair. While trying to isolate the leak, we lost a lot of volume due to large pipe sizes in the area. We worked fast and did all we could to keep the loss at a minimum.

•
Justus Tower Driveway Purchase
   Since new counsel was entered, the judge ordered the Jacobs lawyer to submit a response to the lawsuit within 10 days of February 28th. The Jacobs new counsel did not respond with an answer within the 10 days so our lawyer has filed a motion for default judgment. The new hearing date is May 18th at 1:30 pm. I will try to be present at this hearing so I can ensure the judge moves the case along. 

•
Damage to Water Mains
Since Lyon Design and Build has damaged our water main the last time, they have promised to pay the invoices for damages but I still haven’t seen a payment. So, I’m having our attorney send them an email and letter to push them along. 

•
Federal Assistance
Rural America will receive direct funding this year under the America Rescue Plan Act (ARPA). The Act states that Metropolitan cities will receive their funds directly from the U.S. Department of Treasury and Non-Entitlement Units of Local Government will receive federal funds through their state.

Our engineer, Brian Kellogg, has been working tirelessly with all of his water districts to draw up plans and have applications complete by their due date on May 3rd. 

Our Ingersoll 6” Water Line Project will cost us close to $300,000.00. Brian has advised us to ask for $150,000.00 to insure we get some funding, rather than denied all together. This is also the same course of action that District 2 (SaSo) is taking.

I have turned in our application in to Brian, the rest is in his hands.

•
Arbitrage Letter for OWRB Loan 

   In accordance with the “Arbitrage and Use of Proceeds Certificate”, an arbitrage rebate calculation is required every five years for our OWRB loan after the origination date of the loan. 

The rebate calculations will determine the amount of interest earnings on the OWRB loan account we are entitled to keep, and the amount (if any) that is required to be rebated to the Internal Revenue Service. 

OWRB has recommended a firm out of Omaha, Nebraska to complete our required Arbitrage letter. This will cost us somewhere in the ballpark of $2,500.00 to $3,000.00.

Seasonal Duties
   With summer approaching, we have been weed eating, mowing, and spraying valves, hydrants, and water towers to stay ahead of the rapid brush growth.
